The exhibition “Algerian Sahara’, organised as part of the “LilaLo” Festival,
showcases the work of fine art photographers Jovan Ikonomovski and Vladimir
Rajkovi¢ and presents photo impressions of the Algerian Sahara, the largest
deser tin Africa. The organiser is the Tourism Organization of Loznica in
cooperation with the Association of Friendsof Algeria and “Vuk Karadzic¢”
House of Culture in Loznica, under the auspicesof the City of Loznica.
This exhibition presents photo impressions collected at the beginning of
2023, during a two-week journey to this largest African country, when a group
of Serbian mountaineers travelled to Algeria in the organisation of the “Azimut”
Hiking Society and revealed the Algerian Sahara - its natural beauties, but also
art cave paintings of the people of Algeria.The photographers visited Djanet,
located in southeastern Algeria and its immediate vicinity, and the Tassili n'Ajjer,
the home of thousands of cave drawings and petroglyphs. North of Djanet,
photographers toured the Essendilene Canyon and the Erg Adamer dunes.
Photographers, in a unique way, approached the desert beauty, which, for the
most part, is located in Algeria.

Since Algeria is unknown to many, this exhibition aims to discover Algeria and
all its beauties because Algeria, due to the size of its territory and numerous
attractions, is rightly said to be a continent.

The Association of Friends of Algeria, which is the initiator of this exhibition,
was founded in 2002 and gathers numerous friends of this North African
country, as well as many businessmen and diplomats, who worked in this
Maghreb country, as well as the members of the Algerian community in
Serbia. Through its activities, this Association helps establish cooperationin
many areas and contributes to the strengthening and developing of political,
economic and cultural relations, cooperation between Serbia and Algeria,
and it is a”bridge” between two traditionally friendly countries.
